Vietnamese products sell well in Cambodia 
Consumers now have easier access to made-in-Viet 
Nam products in Phnom Penh. Viet Nam's products 
are more diverse, attractive and reasonably priced 
than others. Vietnamese goods, according to a store 
owner at OuRusSay Market, Phnom Penh, are 
famous for offering a wide range of high quality 
products at low prices. Following the success of a 
recent showroom, Vietnamese businesses are trying 
to widen their distribution network in Cambodia. 
According to Le Bien Cuong, Viet Nam's Trade 
Counselor in Cambodia, export turnover has 
increased four times from USD 133 m in 2000 to 
USD536 m in 2005. (Cited from VNA 11th  May 
2006) 

Cambodia enacts 3rd 5 year national development 
plan: Cambodia's 3rd national development planning 
strategy for 2006 to 2010 has been approved by the 
National Assembly. The 5-year plan was approved 
on 9 May 2006. Under the plan, the government will 
increase public and private investment in rural areas 
and smaller enterprises, lower Cambodia's 
unemployment rate to less than 4 percent and 
decrease the poverty rate to 24 percent by 2010.  To 
realise the targets set by the plan, Cambodia needs 
USD 3.5 bn, according to Planning Minister Chhay 
Than. These targets include infrastructure 
construction, 100 percent enrollment in elementary 
schools, increasing the annual rice yield, improving 
sanitation condition in the rural areas and reducing 
infant mortality.
