Bringing cheap and reliable electricity to 
Sihanoukville: The ADB will help provide reliable 
and cheaper power to the municipality of 
Sihanoukville and its adjacent areas in southern 
Cambodia through a US$20 million loan. The ADB, 
together with other development partners, is helping 
the government build the 230 kilovolt backbone 
transmission line in the southern part of the country, 
which will allow the import of cheaper electricity 
from Vietnam to meet rapidly increasing power 
demand. This new project will extend the 230 kV 
transmission line from Kampot to supply power to 
Sihanoukville, including to rural areas along the 
transmission corridor. It will also build associated 
substations and bulk supply distribution facilities. The 
project will facilitate reduction in electricity prices in 
Sihanoukville. In addition, it will allow rural 
households living along the transmission corridor to 
have access to reliable and lower cost electricity from 
the grid for the first time. The project is expected to 
be completed at the end of 2010 and will cost an 
estimated $52.36 million. The Japan Bank for 
International Cooperation will provide a $22.3 million 
loan to meet a portion of the project cost, and the 
Cambodian government will shoulder the balance.

Cambodian products to enjoy zero import tax rates: 
The Vietnamese Ministry of Trade has declared an 
import tax rate of zero percent to be applied to 
Cambodian agricultural products imported into 
Vietnam. The zero import tax rate will be applicable 
to 40 Cambodian agricultural categories, including 
cassava, sweet potato, cashew nuts, pepper, rice, corn, 
soybeans, peanut, castor beans, sesame, seaweed, 
sugar cane and raw rubber. These products have to be 
collected manufactured or fully processed in 
Cambodia. The products will have to be granted a 
certificate of origin by the Cambodian Ministry of 
Trade and be transported directly from Cambodia to 
Vietnam.
